9. Publication of proceedings:
The publication plan, as was decided upon in Granada, will be followed. The preparations with external parties, that were put ‘on hold’ by Hans Kamermans, will be re-enlived. 

The PO unfolds his plans for installing a Review College, consisting of a much larger pool of reviewers (members and non-members). The aim is to spread the number of papers among a larger number of reviewers, so that reviewers do not become overloaded. Everyone on the mailing list will be asked to nominate up to 5 reviewers to form this pool of reviewers.
